How is this Rating Done?

Each legislator is rated on their tax and
spending votes. For a bill to be chosen it
must have a split vote, with some legislators
voting for and other against the bill.

HOW DID THE GOVERNOR RATE?

Governor Romer’s 1995 rating is up to 56%, from a low of 11% in 1992.
The governor acted on nine of the 24 bills rated by CUT. We agreed with five of the
bills he acted on. In general, he favored higher pay and benefits for state employees
(SB33 and HB1 356); and rejected any review of federal mandates by the legislature
(HB1092). Romer approved two bills (HB1028 and HB1352) encouraging private
enterprise.
